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Rembrandt and his contemporaries from The Leiden Collection at Hermitage 

In early February, the Hermitage in Amsterdam will present an exhibition on Rembrandt and 

his contemporaries from The Leiden Collection, one of the largest private collections of 

seventeenth-century Dutch art. A total of 35 paintings will be on display, many of which have 

not been in the Netherlands for decades. 

The exhibition follows after Love Stories, which is currently on display and was created in 

cooperation with the National Portrait Gallery in London. The Hermitage severed ties with the 

Russian state museum with the same name, earlier this year on account of the war in Ukraine 

and has since entered into international cooperation with other cultural institutions. Previously, 

the Dutch Heritage Amsterdam series featured masterpieces such as Vermeer's Milkmaid from 

the Rijksmuseum and Self-Portrait by Rembrandt from the Mauritshuis. 

The Leiden Collection, founded in 2003 by an American couple, has some 250 paintings and 

drawings and is named after Rembrandt's hometown. Since 2017, the founders have been on a 

world tour with the masterpieces, including to Paris, Shanghai, Moscow and Abu Dhabi. 

The exhibition, which opens on February 4 and is on view until August 27, focuses on 

Rembrandt's work Minerva in her Study (1635). This painting is shown with his Bust of a 

Bearded Old Man (1633), his smallest known painting, which fits in the palm of a hand. 

The Hermitage will post a multi-year program of exhibitions to follow next year. The museum 

is considering continuing under a different name, but will remain Hermitage Amsterdam until 

then.
