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Dutch Masterpieces meet in Amsterdam 

 

His name is great, his oeuvre is small: there are about 34 paintings by Johannes Vermeer known, 

approximately, because there is also some doubt about that number. Within this small oeuvre, 

the painting Sitting Woman at the Virginal [sic: Young woman Seated at a Virginal] also appears 

to be small in size at 25.2 x 24 cm. It is part of The Leiden Collection in New York and can be 

seen with other pieces for the exhibition Van Rembrandt tot Vermeer [From Rembrandt to 

Vermeer] at the H’ART Museum (formerly Hermitage Amsterdam). From the Thomas and 

Daphne Recanati Kaplan collection, eighteen works by Rembrandt are now, for the first time, 

all together on display in Amsterdam. In combination with the work of other Dutch masters. The
