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Art historian takes the town of Muiden to Rembrandt’s Amsterdam 

 

MUIDEN - Art historian Diana Kostman gives a lecture on Rembrandt's Amsterdam and 

his contemporaries on Wednesday, April 16, at a themed café at the Gooi+ Muiden 

Library. The meeting, which takes place in the context of 750 years of Amsterdam, ties in 

with the large-scale exhibition at the H'ART Museum. 

During the lecture at the themed café, Kostman will take visitors to the seventeenth century, and 

talk about the Amsterdam of those days and artists such as Rembrandt, Frans Hals, and Gerard 

Dou. The exhibition ‘Van Rembrandt tot Vermeer, meesterwerken van The Leiden Collection’ 

[From Rembrandt to Vermeer, Masterpieces of The Leiden Collection] includes 75 paintings, 

including 17 works by Rembrandt himself. 

“This themed café talk is not only a perfect preparation for a visit to the exhibition, but also a 

recommendation for anyone interested in seventeenth-century art,” said a spokesperson from 

the Gooi+ Library. The exhibition at the H'ART Museum can be visited from April 9 through 

August 24.
