Exhibition event on the 750th anniversary of the founding of the city of Amsterdam 

 

A large private collection dedicated to the works of Dutch masters is exhibiting 75 of its 

works to the public, including 18 paintings by Rembrandt, on the occasion of the 750th 

anniversary of the founding of the city of Amsterdam, commemorated this year. 

 

The exhibition “From Rembrandt to Vermeer, Masterpieces from the Leiden Collection” 

awaits its visitors until August 24, 2025 at the H’ART Museum in the center of Amsterdam, 

informs Agerpres.  

 

According to the museum, the exhibition represents “a unique and intimate look at the 17th-

century Netherlands through the eyes of the great Dutch masters.” 

 

The exhibition also includes works by other artists, such as Frans Hals, Jan Steen, Ferdinand 

Bol, Gerard Dou and Frans van Mieris. 

 

Among the exhibits is the only painting by the painter Vermeer still located in a private 

collection: “A Young woman Seated at the Virginals”. 

 

The exhibition documents many facets of life in Amsterdam, from eating, drinking, reading 

and music to aging, raising children and the art of portraiture and self-portraiture. 

 

It also includes sketches depicting people from different social backgrounds, captured at the 

market, in bars, or in their own homes. 

 

The centerpieces of the exhibition are 17 paintings and a drawing by Rembrandt, who moved 

to Amsterdam from Leiden in 1630. 
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
